REASONS FOR CROP RESIDUE BURNING

*Recent rains will delay the harvesting of paddy by one week
which means narrow window for wheat sowing.

Paddy harvesting through combine results in more straw
residue (2 ton/acre).

Combine harvesting of paddy results in total loose straw in
the field (2 ton/acre) in the field which finally end up to
burning.

*Paddy straw is not easily decomposed in the field. Less time
available for wheat sowing.
